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Russia open to peace with Ukraine: Peskov

President Donald Trump gave
Moscow a 50-day deadline to
agree to a ceasefire or face
tougher sanctions.

Peskov and other Russian
officials have repeatedly
rejected accusations from Kyiv
and its Western partners of
stalling peace talks.

Meanwhile, Moscow con-
tinues to intensify its long-
range attacks on Ukrainian
cities, launching more drones

in a single night than it did
during some entire months in
2024, and analysts say the bar-
rages are likely to escalate.
“President Putin has repeat-
edly spoken of his desire to
bring the Ukrainian settle-

ment to a peaceful conclusion
as soon as possible.

This is a long process, it
requires effort, and it is not
easy,” Peskov told state TV
reporter ” The main thing for
us is to achieve our goals. Our

goals are clear,” he added.
The Kremlin has insisted
that any peace deal should see
Ukraine withdraw from the
four regions that Russia ille-
gally annexed in September
2022 but never fully captured.
It also wants Ukraine to
renounce its bid to join NATO
and accept strict limits on its
armed forces - demands Kyiv
and its Western allies have

rejected. US President Donald
Trump threatened Russia on
July 14 with steep tariffs and
announced a rejuvenated
pipeline for American
weapons to reach Ukraine,
hardening his stance toward
Moscow after months of frus-
tration following unsuccessful
negotiations aimed at
ending the war.

The direct Russia-Ukraine
negotiations in Istanbul result-
ed in several rounds of pris-
oner exchanges but little else.

Trump said he would
implement “severe tariffs”
unless a peace deal is reached
within 50 days. He
provided few details on how
they would be implemented,
but suggested they would tar-

get Russia’s trading partners in
an effort to isolate Moscow in
the global economy.

In addition, Trump said
European allies would bu
“billions and billions” of dol-
lars of US military equip-
ment to be transferred to
Ukraine, replenishing the
besieged country’s supplies of
weapons.

Included in the plan are
Patriot air defense systems, a
top priority for Ukraine as it
fends off Russian drones and
missiles. Doubts were recent-
ly raised about Trump’s com-
mitment to supply Ukraine
when the Pentagon paused
shipments over concerns
that US stockpiles were
running low.

Tsunami threat over
Pacific coast

he Pacific Tsunami

Warning Centre says

there is no longer a
danger of tsunami waves on
Russia’s Peninsula after five
powerful quakes-the largest
with a magnitude of 7.4 -
struck in the sea nearby
on Sunday.

The largest quake was at a
depth of 20 kilometres and
was 144 kilometres east of the
city of Petropavlovsk-
Kamchatsky, which has a pop-
ulation of 180,000, according
to the US Geological Survey.
Smaller - but still substantial
- quakes were recorded before

and after. Russian state media
said, citing local geologists,
that over two dozen after-
shocks had hit Kamchatka.

It added their strength was
gradually receding. The
PTWC initially said there
was a danger of major tsuna-
mi waves but later down-
graded its warning  before
finally saying the danger had
passed.

Ministry also issued a
tsunami warning following
the largest quake, urging res-
idents of coastal settlements
to stay away from the shore.

There were no reports of
casualties or damage, and the
ministry said it had no plans
to evacuate residents.

Indonesian passenger ferry catches fire, 5 dead

passenger ferry carry-
Aing hundreds of people

caught fire at sea on
Sunday off Sulawesi island in
Indonesia, killing at least five
people, officials said. More
than 280 people were rescued
and evacuation efforts
were ongoing.

The KM Barcelona 5 was
headed to Manado, the capital
of North Sulawesi province,
from Talaud, an island district
in the province when it caught
fire in waters near Talise, said
Vice Adm Denih Hendrata,
commander of the Indonesian
Fleet Command.

He said that three navy
ships had been deployed, and
284 passengers and crew
members had been evacuated
so far. The rescue operation
included assistance from local
fishermen, who saved some
survivors wearing life jackets
as they were drifting to
nearby islands in the
choppy waters.

Rescuers retrieved five bod-
ies, including a pregnant
woman. There were no imme-
diate reports of injuries, and
no exact figures of passengers
and crew members onboard
the ferry. “We are still focus-
ing on evacuation efforts,”
Hendrata said, adding that

the cause of the fire was
being investigated.

Photos and videos released
by the National Search and
Rescue Agency showed terri-
fied passengers, mostly wear-
ing life jackets, jumping into
the sea. Orange flames and

black smoke billowed from the
burning vessel.

Indonesia is an archipelago
of more than 17,000 islands
where ferries are a common
method of travel. Disasters
occur regularly, with weak
safety enforcement often

blamed. Residents of
Mentawai Islands found sever-
al people stranded on July 14
after a speedboat carrying 18
people capsized during a
storm the day before, author-
ities said. All were in good
condition. A ferry sank near

Indonesia’s resort island of
Bali early this month, leaving
at least 19 dead and 16
others missing.

A two-week search opera-
tion involved 1,000 rescuers,
three navy ships, 15 boats, a
helicopter and divers.

3 people missing from deadly
July 4 floods in Texas

fficials in a Texas hill
Ocounlry community

pummelled by deadly
flooding on July 4 said on
Saturday that just three people
remain missing, down from
nearly 100, after people who
had previously been reported
missing have since been
accounted for.

The reduction in the num-
ber of people on the missing
list came as the search for vic-
tims entered its third week. It
is a significant drop from the
more than 160 people officials
previously said were unac-
counted for in Kerr County
alone. The death toll in Kerr
County, 107, held steady for
much of this week even as the
intensive search continued.

Flash floods killed at least
135 people in Texas over the
Fourth of July holiday week-
end, with most deaths along
the Guadalupe River in Kerr
County, about 60 miles (100
kilometers) northwest of
San Antonio.

The floods laid waste to the
Hill Country, which is natural-
ly prone to flash flooding
because its dry, dirt-packed

soil cannot soak up heavy
rain. Vacation cabins, youth
camps campgrounds fill the
riverbanks and hills of Kerr
County, and Camp Mystic, a
century-old Christian summer
camp for girls in a low-lying
area along the Guadalupe.
At least 27 of its campers
and counsellors died. In
Kerrville, about 100 miles
(160 kilometers) west of
Austin, local officials have
come under scrutiny over

whether residents were ade-
quately warned about the ris-
ing water July 4.

“This remarkable progress
reflects countless hours of
coordinated search and rescue
operations, careful investiga-
tive work, and an unwavering
commitment to bringing clar-
ity and hope to families dur-
ing an unimaginably difficult
time,” Kerrville City Manager
Dalton Rice in a statement on
Saturday night.

Tech company CEO resigns after controversy
over video captured at Coldplay concert

he IT company CEO
I captured in a widely cir-
culated video showing
him embracing an employee at
a Coldplay concert has
resigned. Andy Byron resigned
from his job as CEO of
Cincinnati-based Astronomer
Inc., according to a statement
posted on LinkedIn by the
company on Saturday.
“Astronomer is committed
to the values and culture that
have guided us since our
founding. Our leaders are
expected to set the standard in
both conduct and accountabil-
ity, and recently, that standard
was not met;” the company said
in its post on LinkedIn. The
move comes a day after the
company said that Byron had
been placed on leave and the
board of directors had
launched a formal investiga-
tion into the jumbotron inci-
dent, which went viral. A com-
pany spokesman later con-
firmed in a statement to AP

that it was Byron and
Astronomer chief people offi-
cer Kristin Cabot in the video.

The short video clip shows

Byron and Cabot as
captured on the jumbotron at
Gillette  Stadium  in

Foxborough, Massachusetts,
during a Coldplay concert
on Wednesday.

Lead singer Chris Martin
asked the cameras to scan the
crowd for his “Jumbotron
Song” when he sings a few
lines about the people the
camera lands on. “Either
they’re having an_affair or
they’re just very shy.” he joked.
Internet sleuths identified the
man as the chief executive offi-
cer of a US-based company

and the woman as its chief
people officer. Pete DeJoy,
Astronomer’s cofounder and
chief product officer, has been
tapped as interim CEO while
the company conducts a search
for Byron’s successor. Most
concert venues warn attendees
that they can be filmed.

It’s easy to miss, but most
concert venues have signs
informing the audience that
they could be filmed during
the event. Look for them on
the walls when you arrive and
around the bar areas or toilets.

It’s common practice espe-
cially when bands like to use
performances for music videos
or concert films. The venue in
this case, Gillette Stadium in

Foxborough, also has a priva-
cy policy online which states:
“When you visit our location
or attend or participate in an
event at our location, we may
capture your image, voice
and/or likeness, including
through the use of CCTV
cameras and/or when we
film or photograph you in a
public location.”

Once captured, a moment
can be shared widely “They
probably would have got away
with it if they hadn't reacted,”
said Alison Taylor, a clinical
associate professor at New
York University’s Stern
School of Business.

And by the time the alleged
identities emerged on social
media, it hit a classic nerve
around “leaders acting like
the rules don't apply to them,”
she added. Taylor and others
stress how quickly such a video
lead to an internet search to
find the people involved - and
note that it’s important to
remember that such “doxing”
isn’t just reserved for
famous people.

Congo, M23 rebels sign peace deal

ongo and Rwanda-
‘ backed rebels have

signed a declaration of
principles for a permanent
ceasefire in eastern Congo,
where ethnic tensions and
quest for rich minerals have
resulted in one of Africa’s
longest conflicts with thou-
sands killed this year.

The African Union called
Saturday’s signing, facilitated
by Qatar, a “major milestone”
in peace efforts. Qatari author-
ities said it paves the way for
“a comprehensive peace that
addresses the deep-rooted
causes of the conflict”.

But the ink has barely dried
on the document signed in

highlight of the declaration.
Congolese  Government
spokesman Patrick Muyaya
said the declaration takes into
account “the non-negotiable
withdrawal” of the rebels from
seized territories, including
the biggest city of Goma.
The M23 rebels denied
this, with a spokesman telling
The Associated Press: “We are
in Goma with the population

and we are not going to get
out” The declaration is sup-
posed to lead to a final peace
deal The declaration of prin-
ciples was the first direct com-
mitment by both sides since
the rebels, supported by neigh-
bouring Rwanda, seized two
key cities in eastern Congo in
a major advance early this year.

In it, both parties commit-
ted to “building trust” through
various measures, including an
exchange of prisoners and
detainees as well as restoring
state authority in all parts of
the country, including
rebel-held areas.

The Committee of the Red
Cross, which has been men-
tioned as a key party in facili-
tating such release, said after
the signing that it “stands
ready to help”. The signing sets

in motion negotiations for a
final peace deal, to be signed
no later than August 18. It also
reflects provisions of a US-bro-
kered peace deal signed
between Congo and Rwanda
on June 27.

Both the US-facilitated and
Qatar-led peace talks are
aligned, and the Congolese
and Rwandan presidents are
soon expected in Washington
to finalize negotiations for
ending the conflict.

The conflict dates back to
the Rwandan genocide The
conflict can be traced to the
aftermath of the Rwandan
genocide of 1994, when Hutu
soldiers and militias killed
between 500,000 and 1 million
minority Tutsis as well as
moderate Hutus and the
Indigenous Twa.

President Putin meets
Ayatullah senior aide

ussian President
R:/hdmn Putin on
Sunday received Iranian

Supreme Leader Ayatullah Ali
Khamenei’s senior aide here
and discussed the aggravation
of the situation in West
Asia and issues of Iran’s
nuclear programme.

The visit by Ali Larijani,
senior adviser to Iran’s Supreme
Leader, comes almost a month
after Putin met Iranian Foreign
Minister Abbas Araghchi. “On
behalf of the Iranian leadership,
Al Larijani shared the assess-
ments of the current escalation
in the Middle East and the sit-

uation around the Iranian
nuclear programme;” Kremlin
spokesman Dmitry Peskov told
reporters with out elaborating.
On June 23, President Putin
during his meeting with
Araghchi had assured Tehran
of Moscow’s support in de-
escalating the Israel-Iran con-
flict hours .

Moscow and Tehran have
signed a strategic partnership
treaty, but it does not provide
for military assistance in case
any side is attacked.

However, Tehran and
Moscow under the treaty have
an obligation not to take the
side of the aggressor and enter
into urgent political consulta-
tions to mitigate the situation.
